2 Introduction

2.1 NICE quality standards

NICE quality standards are concise sets of prioritised statements designed to
drive measurable quality improvements within a particular area of health or

care.

The standards are derived from high-quality guidance, such as that from NICE
or accredited by NICE. They are developed independently by NICE, in
collaboration with healthcare professionals and public health and social care
practitioners, their partners and service users. Information on priority areas,
people's experience of using services, safety issues, equality and cost impact

are considered during the development process.

NICE quality standards are central to supporting the Government's vision for a
health and social care system that is focused on delivering the best possible
outcomes for people who use services, as detailed in the Health and Social
Care Act (2012).

2.2 This topic overview

3 This quality standard

This quality standard will cover the induction of labour in a hospital maternity
unit. The quality standard will not cover the induction of labour for women with
diabetes or women with multifetal pregnancy; it will not cover augmentation

(rather than induction) of labour.
